· Repurpose ServiceDateTime to more accurately reflect the actual date and time of the service (Admit notes populate with Admission Date/Time, Progress Notes with the day of service at midnight, Discharge notes with the date/time of discharge)

· The Unique Document ID is now formed such that it should be unique not only within NeoData, but across all vendors (we now append NDISO to all note ids on outbound notes)
· IMPORTANT NOTE: This update will affect the way that Unique Document IDs are generated on outbound notes; if you send a note using an older version of the interface you will not be able to correct that note (replace it in your HIS system) using this new version.  You should take this into account as you plan your update.  We recommend that you perform the update either before your notes have been done for the day or after all your notes are complete.

· The Change Admission Screen is no longer subject to the "View ADT for last N Days" setting in the configuration - it will display any available change records for a patient regardless of when the patient was admitted (Isoprime Interface Only)

· Consult Notes have been changed to better accomodate the MDM interface and be more consistent with regular (non-consult) patient notes

· Added ability to match interface lab results by Admission ID by default (previously you had to check "Match by Admission ID" each time you opened up the Lab Transfer screen) (Isoprime Interface Only)

· The Lab Results Transfer Screen will now bold duplicate last names if the "Bold Duplicate Names in Current Patient List" option is enabled in the general configuration (Isoprime Interface Only)

· The Interface will now ignore any A08 transactions that would not modify information in NeoData (i.e. the field that changed that caused the A08 to be generated is not one of the fields that is tracked in NeoData) (Isoprime Interface Only)

· The A08 Pending alert rule has been expanded to match on Secondary ID as well as MRN and AdmitID

· The Secondary ID field on the birth screen now displays the label specified in the Configuration File, not the one specified in the field parameters section of the form parameters screen

· Changed the Transfer screen header panel to be more intuitive

· Changed the default MapLines for BirthDate and BirthTime
