Important Notes

Version 6 (like Version 5) of NeoData uses Version 3.5 SP1 of the Microsoft .NET Framework.   This is a major consideration for those considering an upgrade from Version 4 to this new NeoData version since it will not operate with older versions of the .NET Framework. There is no standalone program or process to move from Versions 4 or 5 to Version 6 of NeoData.  The update program, ND6UPDATE.EXE, will upgrade from any build of Versions 4 or 5 to the most current build of Version 6. This build is the first release of NeoData Version 6. It has been certified as an EHR Module by the Certification Commission for Health Information Technology (CCHIT). It also contains a number of new features, including support for ICD-10. 
In Version 6 of NeoData users can now…

1. associate supplemental documents with a patient.  These might include pictures, images, videos, scanned consent forms, external medication lists or any other document that can be viewed by Microsoft Internet Explorer.   The documents would be stored on the customer’s computer network and a link to the file, associating the document to the patient, will be stored in the database.  

2. view supplemental documents classified as external medication lists, directly from the medication orders grid, so that current orders can be compared to that list for medication reconciliation.

3. track additional data for immunizations and allow the transmission of patient immunizations to an external entity (eg Immunization Registry) via the HL7 Interface.

4.  transmit information about patients who have had certain diagnoses to an external entity (eg. Public Health Department) via the HL7 Interface.

5. generate education materials for a specific patient (patient-specific education resources)  based on rules established which consider diagnoses, procedures, medications, or lab results.   The education materials are be built from documents managed  through a feature similar to the Protocols function. 
6. generate an industry-standard Continuity of Care Document (CCD) on demand containing at least diagnostic test results, a problem list, a medication list, a medication allergy list and a procedure list that can be saved electronically for easy exchange with other providers.   Also, view documents that are received from other providers in the CCD or CCR format.

7. create a discharge instructions document in printed or electronic (PDF/XML/HTML/text) format.

8. enter orders as discrete data fields (as opposed to free text) beyond those for fluids and medications, and include those orders as a section on the notes.  These might include orders for labs, exams, nursing care, etc.

9. track medication allergies for a patient.

10. identify drug-drug interactions in the setup/configuration of the selectable medication list.

11. display a realtime alert message if an attempt is made to enter a medication order which will interact with an existing medication, if a medication has been ordered for a patient who is allergic to that medication, or if a medication order is not on the user-defined formulary.
12. categorize selectable medications as “on formulary” and alert the clinician if an ordered medication is not on the formulary.

13. assign both ICD-9 and ICD-10 codes to entries on the selectable diagnosis list and display these codes on appropriate reports.   Also, allow a patient diagnosis to be marked as “inactive” in addition to the current “resolved”.

14. elevate permissions in an emergency through a “break glass” user authority.   If enabled, this will allow a user to sign-on with higher levels of authority than they normally have.   The time and purpose of the emergency access will be recorded for audit purposes.

15. audit changes to setup and configuration data and run pre-defined, sortable audit reports.

16. enter more text in the dosage field on the patient medication order grid, or track additional medication data as discrete data (such as dose, UOM, route of administration).

17. calculate BMI for a patient.

18. run reports in the query module which list patients by problem, medication, demographics and lab results.

19. enter ethnicity and language for the patient.

20. provide a utility to encrypt and decrypt any file, regardless of whether it is created from NeoData, by using the AES encryption technique.  Also provide SHA-256 hashing capabilities to verify the integrity of transmitted files.

21. provide a utility to securely transfer files from one NeoData site to another using an encrypted Windows VPN connection

Build 3425 (5/21/09):

This build is the first release of NeoData Version 5.  It contains a number of new features, along with upgrades to the current versions of Microsoft’s development tools, and also allows use of the optional HL7 Interface Module.

In Version 5 of NeoData users can now…

   1) display any document or file, using the current protocols capability,  that can be displayed by Microsoft Internet Explorer.  These can include PDF files, web sites, or any other intranet or internet-based document. 

 

   2) sort the current patient list by clicking on the column headers (admit date, DOB, etc.)

   

   3) include the screening studies listed on the Tracking form in the Weekly Summary report.

    

   4) transfer a result from the drip calculator to the new IV fluids section.

 

   5) enter abdominal circumference in daily measurements.

           

   6) click a button to automatically enter a "calc" weight on fluids screen based on birth weight or current weigh (whichever is greater).

         

   7) display the growth chart from the fluids page without having to go through the usual route.

            

   8) display weights in pounds and ounces on the patient information ribbon at the bottom of the screen.

 

   9) test the connection on the SQL Server settings screen.

 

   10) display the AttendingMD on electronic documents for clinic visits. 

 

   11) allow authorized users to reset other user's passwords without giving them privileges to change other administrative options.

 

   12) include the latest respiratory support in the Discharge Resp Support field and the latest feedings in the Discharge Feedings field via the extract function on the discharge form.

 

   13) allow the attending to "lock" the attending addendum by checking a box below the addendum which can only be unlocked by that Attending MD (or by a system administrator).

 

   14) be alerted when there are controls (buttons, textboxes, etc) that are overlapping on a particular screen.  Overlapping controls can be caused by user customization of screens or by new fields added by Isoprime that overlap user-added fields.

   15)  select a time range that is less than seven days on the Weekly Billing Summary report.

The optional HL7 Interface Module is available as an add-on purchase from Isoprime.   This interface will allow receipt of admission and certain labs from other systems via HL7 messages and also supports the transmission of note text (admit, progress, discharge, etc.) to other systems via HL7.  This new interface module requires Version 5 of NeoData.
